My History is in decorative painting in the N.E. area for twenty years, enhancing peoples living and commercial spaces with paint and 3-d mediums and developing a personal trust, through communication; expressing the client’s thoughts to fruition and into reality. Communication and working hand in hand with contractors and designers to meet the clients needs. As a fine artist : I have found this recession a double edged sword , coming at such a time that I can focus on a spiritual life and re-find the gift that the universe has given me. My paintings can be a source of healing, hope and inspiration, as well as something pleasing to the eye. It has not been until the past 2 years that I have been painting on canvas for myself, entering as many competitions as possible, and submitting to as many galleries as comfortable.  Primarily I am loving painting, seeking advice and working daily on technique. I am right sizing.

My current paintings are somewhat autobiographical, an expression of what I’m working through in my life. “Breaking the Bonds” was painted during one of the most difficult times in my recovery when I realized I had to let go of some of my shortcomings. “Leaving Paradise” addresses the questions of why I am always looking outside of myself for something that can only be found inside and right where my feet are standing. I paint because it is the only thing I know that I need to do, when my mind is not in the past or the future but in the moment.  Because I feel, I paint. It is a gift for me and one from the universe and in the past 20 years that gift was squandered and ignored.  It is only in these past two years that I have begun to paint again for myself. Painting for me is meditative, cathartic, and emotional. I truly feel I am blessed to have this venue for expression. If I can connect with one person through my painting I am happy. All of my paintings are of the male figure. I love the male form and expressing a quiet vulnerability and masculinity at the same time.  The paintings are usually a compilation of photographs put together using this hand with that arm or that head .Recently I have started to paint from the live model with the hope of ensuring a connection with the viewer as well as depth and a truth to skin tones . The same can be said of the concept of the paintings. They are figurative painting but I try to transfer an emotion or a stage of my spiritual growth onto the canvas.  Layer by layer I apply acrylic paint and glaze building references to the emotion I am trying to express. In spite of its personal nature, my work relays a struggle with life's trials, and the beauty of each day as well as the burdens that are universally felt and understood. With each painting I attempt to challenge myself with lighting and with exaggerated, twisting poses that appear disturbing without being offensive. Truly I want to tell a story, to connect with the viewer. Isn't that what every artist wants? Eventually I would like to relax on the realism and become a bit more surreal combining both approaches to bring the story to another level.
