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Artist Statement



I think and feel in images and making pictures is my primary language.  I was drawing before I could read or write and painting became a natural form of self-expression.

The finished paintings that you see started as pictures in my mind’s eye.  Sometimes they appear as

fragments, sometimes in almost completely finished pieces. I create these images to get them out of  
my head and in front of my eyes where they become decipherable. The images come from my sub-conscious mind through consciousness - my mind’s eye - and onto the panel.  The images are frequently random, disjointed and multi-layered resulting in a somewhat dreamlike surrealism in my work.  I frequently don’t understand the flow until after it is all out on the panel.  The hardest part is just being open and let the ideas happen without judgment or manipulation.

I use the male figure since it is the form I can most identify with and these pieces are emotional, if not literal, self-portraits. Although these are very personal images, I feel there is a certain universality to them and I offer them up in the hope they will invite contemplation and perhaps identification in the viewer.
