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BIOGRAPHY
Coming from a New England family of artists and mathematicians, I studied art while pursuing a career in software consulting.  My first formal art education was drawing from live models at the University of Pennsylvania.  After graduate school in Maryland, I returned to Massachusetts where I took advantage of painting courses and set up a studio at home, experimenting with oil pastels on sandpaper and oils and acrylics on canvas.

In the late 90’s I joined the Newburyport Art Association, where several of my paintings were selected for juried shows.  In the year 2000 I began taking painting classes from a Newburyport painter, teacher, and gallery owner, Enrico Donati.  In his studio I learned the fundamentals of handling paint, perspective, and composition.  The Donati gallery sold several of my paintings. Local benefit auctions also sold some of my pieces.  After two and half years I felt I was ready for more formal training.  I enrolled in an oil painting class at the School of the Museum of Fine Arts in Boston where I worked from the figure while mastering traditional techniques.

In 2003 I began my studies under Evelina Brozgul, an accomplished Boston-area painter.  She has taught painting and drawing for many years, both privately and at several Boston art schools, after pursuing a long career in painting restoration in New York and Italy.  Her teaching method is based on her own training in academic realism, although she also paints and teaches abstractly.  With Evelina I practiced rigorous pencil drawing exercises, copying the old masters such as DaVinci and Caravaggio, as well as drawing from life.  I then progressed to training in oil painting, largely from studio still lifes. During those years I also produced many still life paintings on my own.

Since 2007 I have been exhibiting in several New England galleries. I have more recently turned to a new genre: abstract landscapes. The abstracts are being well received, and I plan to pursue both still lifes and abstract landscapes in the future.
