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Painting is a powerful medium because it enables the hand to cobble together a new and deeply engaging sense of space. The space I am seeking to create draws from a rich and complex array of sources that are both retinal as well as idea-centric: nature, science, landscape, Western and non-Western artistic traditions, esoterica, language, indigenous cultures, digital imaging, emotions, the sentient and the non-sentient, the explicit and the implicit. I hope to bring disparate elements together to make works that are multi-layered and yet authentic, that can create a sense of wonder and enchantment.

Working in this manner, a painting is a unique record of how to search, listen and respond multi-dimensionally. The complexity of the final piece is a complexity of perceiving, synthesizing, and navigating a limitless world.
