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Artist Statement 2007
I paint to practice being present in body, mind, and spirit, a practice that serves me well as an artist seeking balance in all of life’s offerings.   By staying in the moment with the soul-searching, meditative, curious inner dialog inherent to the creative process, I am able to achieve the vision I seek.  When I paint, I listen for and attend to the sensation of a sound lying somewhere within the surface of my work.  I visualize this auditory experience through the colors, lines, and shapes that are a part of my artistic language.  Each sound produces an opportunity to ignore or to make visible a potential image.  My decisions are made with both spontaneity and deliberateness.  A vibrating mark, perhaps a trill in disguise, is nurtured through the placement of personal and archetypal symbols.  Intentional dots, random scribbles, and various line combinations work together to provide the rhythm and repetition that I seek.   By layering multiple thin washes of acrylic color, I hear into visual existence an inner and outer symphony of movement, stillness, and sound.  Key to this somewhat orchestral experience is a desire for compositional balance.  My meditative paintings are interwoven melodies emanating from the harmony and discord found in art and life.
