Process

Giclées are digitally produced, high-resolution reproductions of an original artwork. The technology used to produce a Giclée is the most state-of-art reproductive printing technique known today. Giclée prints are created using specially manufactured, professional 8-Color to 12-Color ink-jet printers and are produced only by specially trained technicians. Giclées are superior to traditional lithography in several ways. The colors are brighter, last longer, and they are produced with resolution so high that they possess a virtually continuous tone, rather than the millions of tiny dots typical of most "screening" techniques. 

Quality

Roger Reutimann's Limited Edition Giclées are printed on canvas. By printing the image on canvas, a piece of artwork stunningly similar to the original is created. Because no "screening" techniques are used, the prints have a higher apparent resolution than any other lithograph or print rendering a work closer to the original than ever possible before. The collaboration between the artist and a specially trained printing craftsman is essential for creating the final custom settings to ensure that the colors are exactly as the artist intended. All the detail, clarity and brilliance of the original work are subject to the artist's satisfaction and approval before it goes to production. 

Market Value

Giclées are now being embraced by dozens of museums and major art institutions around the world including New York's Metropolitan Museum, the Chicago Art Institute, the Guggenheim, the Louvre and many more. Giclée have gained wide acceptance from artists like David Hockney and Robert Rauschenberg.  

All of Roger Reutimann's Giclées are individually signed by the artist on the front of the work and numbered in the back.  They are finished with a protective coating to insure the quality standards of museums, galleries, publishers, and collectors. The result is an artwork that is as rewarding visually as it is technically.
